The Winemaking 
 
Hand-made at CRFT Carey Gully winery. 
100% NASAA Certified Organic Piccadilly Valley Pinot Noir, hand-picked in three batches from 
24th March to 4th April. A blend of two clones, D5V12 and 115. 
Cold soaked followed by wild fermentation in an open-top tank with 25% whole bunch. 
Pressed to barrel once dry for wild malolactic fermentation and maturation. 
Occasional battonage. 
Matured for 9 months in 100% French oak, 15% new oak. 
Bottled 24th January 2022. 
 
 
The Arranmore Vineyard                                   
 
Estate-owned, managed and farmed, the 5-acre Arranmore Vineyard has been farmed organically 
since Frewin & Candice took ownership in January 2016. 
We gained full NASAA Organic Certification in February 2019. 
 

 

The Wine 
 
Lifted with cherries, blackberry and a 
perfumed floral note, it shows a smoky 
savouriness together with nettles and a 
forest floor earthiness. The palate has 
silky fruit with fine tannins and nutmeg 
spice.
